This Club will be known as Denmark-Singapore Club (hereinafter referred to as “The
Club)

Article 1l

Article Il
Objectives

The Denmark-Singapore Club is established as a non-profitable club with the
following objectives:-

i) To encourage closer co-operation and understanding among members of the
Singaporean Community in Denmark through the provisions for recreational,
social and cultural intercourses.

i) To assist whenever possible in the fostering of good relations between the
citizens of Denmark and of the Republic of Singapore.

i) To disseminate information to all members on matters of primary and/or
general interest to the Singaporean Community in Denmark and to serve as a
means of discussing such matters.

iv) Any other objective or objectives as many be considered necessary or
beneficial by the Executive Committee towards achieving the above
objectives.

V) [T IS AN EXPRESS PROVISION of the Club that neither partisan politics,
sectarian religion nor any other matters which the Executive Committee deem
to be unsuitable or inappropriate shall be debated upon or form part of any
activities conducted or promoted by the Club.



Article IV
Patron

The High Commissioner/The General Consulate of the Republic of Singapore to
Denmark shall be invited to be the Patron of the Club.

Article V
Affiliation With Other Bodies

The Executive Committee has the authority to affiliate the Club only to approved
Clubs in Singapore or approved Singapore Clubs overseas, PROVIDED ALWAYS
that such affiliation does not contravene any of the objectives of the Club. Such
affiliation shall come into force only with the written approval of the Registrar of
Societies in Denmark.

Article VI
Membership

1) Membership in the Club shall be as follows:
) Ordinary Member:-

Any Singapore Citizen or former Singapore Citizen in Denmark who is 16
years of age and above, has the right to become an ordinary member of the
Club upon receipt and approval of his application by the Executive
Committee.

i) Associate Member:-

Any person not being a Singapore Citizen or Permanent Resident of
Singapore who is 16 years of age and above, who in the opinion of the
Executive Committee is deserving, may become an Associate Member of the
Club upon receipt and approval of his application by the Executive
Committee.

2) Rights of Member:-

) An ordinary Member has the right to speak and vote on a one person
one vote basis in the Annual General Meeting and the Extraordinary
General Meeting except on matters and issues which the Executive

. Committee has by a majority decision in their discretion deem to be
matters or issues which will have direct or consequential effect on any
immovable properties held by the Club, in which case ordinary member
has the right to speak but not to vote on the matter or issues. Ordinary
member may be appointed as member of the Executive Committee of
the Club.



i) An Associate Member may speak but does not have the right to vote in
the Annual General Meeting and the Extraordinary General Meeting
and may not be a member of the Executive Committee in the
Association.

iii) The Executive Committee may from time to time make rules and
regulations as to the right of use of any facilities and amenities offered
by the Club to its members.

Article Vi

Fees

The Executive Committee or prior to appointment of the Executive Committee,
the Protem Executive Committee will determine on an annual basis the
following fees:

C) The Annual Fees for Ordinary Members;
d) The Annual Fees for Associate Members;

All Annual Fees paid will not be reimbursed upon the resignation or
termination of the Ordinary or Associate Member.

Article VIl
Approval and Forfeiture of Membership

i)

Except for the first membership drive, all application for membership shall be
proposed and seconded by members of the Club.

The Executive Committee shall consider all membership applications received
and may, without citing any reason or reasons, reject any applicant who is
considered inappropriate to be a member. In the event of any rejection of
application, any fees received with the application shall be returned forthwith.

The Executive Committee has the authority to terminate the membership of
any member who fails to settle his outstanding fees 3 months after it became
due. Due notice of the said termination is to be sent to the member.

The Executive Committee has the authority to terminate any member who is
adjudicated a bankrupt or who makes a composition with his creditors under
provisions any statute or is convicted of any penal offence.



V) The Executive Committee may expel from the Club any member whose
conduct is such as shall in their opinion be injurious to the character of the
Club or the interests of the members. Before a member is expelled, his
conduct shall be given full opportunity to personally defend himself and to
justify or explain his conduct. If the Executive Committee is of the opinion that
the member has been guilty of such conduct as aforesaid and that the
member has failed to justify or explain in satisfactorily, the Executive
Committee shall call upon the member to resign and, if he does not resign,
shall terminate his membership.

Article IX
Resignation

i) Any member may resign from the Club by giving notice in writing to the
Executive Committee of his intention to do so.

i) Any member who has resigned, may at any time after his resignation, make a
fresh application for membership.

Article X
Finance

) The Club’s Finance shall be controlled by the Executive Committee and all
expenditures shall need the confirmation of the said Committee, which
authority may be delegated to any member of the Executive Committee.

i) The Club’s income shall comprise of fees, gifts, contributions and any other
source of funding as may be regarded appropriate by the Executive
Committee.

i) The Executive Committee shall decide the rules and regulations regarding
expenditures made on behalf of the Club.

iv) The financial year for the Club is from 1st January to 31st December.
Article XI
Annual General Meeting

(hereinafter referred to as the “AGM”)

) AGMs are open to all members where the official business of the Club shall
be discussed.

i) The quorum for AGMs is 60% of the registered Ordinary Members.

If the quorum is not present within half an hour of the time scheduled for the
meeting, the meeting shall be adjourned to another date, not later than 26
days of the scheduled date as determined by the Executive Committee, and if
at the adjourned meeting a quorum is still not present within half an hour from
the time scheduled for the meeting, members present shall have authority to
proceed with the meeting but shall not have the authority to amend the
Constitution of the Club.

Any matter which cannot be unanimously agreed to by the members shall be
determined by majority vote of members present in accordance with votes

held and if the vote is even, the Chairman of the meeting shall have the
casting vote.

The Honorary Secretary, shall record all minutes of the proceedings of
meetings and distribute to all members within a reasonable time period.

Distribution of the minutes of meetings shall also mean making the same
available for collection by members, regardless whether the same were in fact
collected.

AGMs for the election of Executive Committee members shall be held every
4th year.

AGMs are held for the following reasons:-

a) To adopt the minutes of the AGM of the preceding year.

b) To elect new members of the Executive Committee when due.

c) To receive the report of the Honorary Secretary for the preceding year.

e) To consider any other matters in the agenda which have been
submitted to the Honorary Secretary in writing at least 30 days before
the meeting. Nominations of office bearers have to be submitted to the

Honorary Secretary not later than 14 days before the meeting.

Attendance and voting may be done by proxy.



Article XII
Extraordinary General Meeting
(hereinafter referred to as the “EGM”)

i)

EGMs may be held for the following reasons:-

a) at the written request of not less than 50% of the registered Ordinary
Members who have paid their dues stating their reasons for convening
such a meeting. The Executive Committee shall convene the EGM at a
date not later than 30 days after receiving the written request OR

b) at the wish of the Executive Committee when there are important
matters which require immediate action.

Article XIil
Attendance and Voting by Proxy

Attendance and voting may be done by proxy subject to the following regulations:-

i)

Attendance by proxy shall be taken into account for the purpose of
ascertaining any quorum.

A member who cannot attend a General Meeting may be represented by
another member who will attend and vote for him at the General Meeting. A
member wishing to be represented at the General Meeting must submit to the
Honorary Secretary a written representation notice which must reach the
Honorary Secretary 7 days before the General Meeting. The said
representation notice must state the following:-

a) The name of the member being represented: and

b) The name of the member representing: and whether

C) The representative may vote on any matter in the meeting as he wishes OR to
state the manner in which the representative shall vote, it will be deemed that
the representative has absolute discretion to vote in any manner on behalf of
the member represented.

Article XIV

The Executive Committee

i)

The Executive Committee shall consist of the following:-

- President
Honorary Secretary
Honorary Treasurer
6 Ordinary Members
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Decisions of the Executive Committee shall be reached by a simple majority
with the President having a casting vote.

Vi) Ordinary Members of the Executive Committee shall be elected by votes cast
by members who have settled their fees.

viii)  Office-bearers of the Executive Committee shall be appointed at AGMs and
will serve a term of 4 years. They may be re-elected for the same or other
office at the termination of their term.

iX) The Executive committee has the authority to appoint another member where

a post has been vacated. The new member shall hold the post until the next
AGM.

X) Only the President, and the Honorary Secretary have the authority to convene
an Executive Committee meeting.

Xi) The Executive Committee shall meet not less than 4 times a year with at least
7 days notification before the meeting.

xii)  The Executive Committee has the authority to formulate rules and regulations
which shall not be contradictory to the Constitution of the Club, for the proper
functioning of the Club and the proper maintenance and management of the
club.

Article XV

Responsibilities of Executive Committee Members

i)

President

a) Shall be the Chairperson for AGMs, EGMs and Executive Committee
Meeting. The President may appoint or nominate the other member of
the Executive Committee as Chairperson in any event.

b) Shall have the casting vote.
c) Shall endorse minutes of all meetings after they have been approved.
d) Shall with the Honorary Treasurer (in the absence the Honorary

Secretary) sign all Cheques of the Club.

Honorary Secretary

a) - Shall maintain a register of all members with details of date of
membership, address and category of membership.

b) Shall maintain and preserve all records of the Club except for
financial records.



iii)

c) Shall be responsible for the maintain of all minutes of AGMs, EGMs,
Executive Committee Meetings and all correspondence of the Club.

d) Shall prepare and present the Annual Report of the Club at AGMs.
e) Shall carry out any duties as approved by the Executive Committee.
f) Shall in the absence of the President or Honorary Treasurer co-sign

all cheques of the club.

Honorary Treasurer

a) Shall be responsible for all financial matters of the Club including co
signing with the President or on his absence the Secretary the cheques
of the Club.

b) Shall be responsible for the issuance of financial statements of the

Club which have been approved by the Executive Committee and
endorsed by the President.

C) Shall maintain the financial account of the Club.

Article XVI
Auditor

)

The AGM may appoint and pay remuneration to an Auditor who need not be a
member of the Club or the Executive Committee for services rendered in
inspecting the account of the Club. The Auditor appointed under this clause
may hold office until the next AGM unless his appointment is terminated by an
EGM.

The Auditor shall examine the accounts of the Club for the financial year and
shall submit reports or confirmation to the AGM. The Auditor may be directed
by the President to examine accounts of the Club for any period and shall
submit reports thereon to the Executive Committee.

Article XVIi
Amendments to the Constitution

i)

Amendments to the Constitution shall only be made at AGMs or EGMs after
which the President or the Honorary Secretary will inform the Registrar of
Societies of the matter. All amendments shall come into force from the date of
notification to the Registrar of Societies.

Members desiring to amend the Constitution shall inform the Honorary
Secretary in writing at least 30 days before the AGM or EGM after which it
should be circulated to all members at least 14 days before the meeting.



Amendments to the Constitution shall have the approval of 75% of the votes
cast.

Article XVIli
Dissolution

i)

This Club may be dissolved voluntarily by agreement of Corporate and
Ordinary Members holding not less than 2/3 of the total member of votes
registered of the Club. Any motion for the dissolution of the Singapore Club
must be taken at an EGM.

The dissolution shall come into effect two months after the date of the
decision to dissolve the Club.

Should the Club be dissolved according to Article XVIII (i), all legitimate debts
and responsibilities of the Club should be settled and any remaining moneys
property shall be used on social and/or charitable events.

The Registrar of Societies shall be informed of the dissolution within 14 days
of the dissolution, with the notification be dissolved according to Article XVIli
(i), all legitimate debts and responsibilities of the Club should be settled and
any remaining moneys or property shall be used on social and/or charitable
events.

The Registrar of Societies shall be informed of the dissolution within 14 days
of the dissolution, with the notification bearing the signatures of one major
office bearer and six ordinary members.

Article XIX
Arbitration of Conflicts
(Disputes)

Any conflicts or disputes in the Club which may obstruct the operation of the Club
shall be resolved in the following way:-

The Patron shall act as the arbitrator.

The Patron may elect another personal to carry out the duties of an arbitrator.
The Arbitrator has the authority to set up an Arbitration Committee the
membership of which should not include any person involved in the matter of

conflict.

The decision of the arbitration is final and shall not be appealed against in
any Court.
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
